1. Recognises and promotes Publicly Vital Role of High Quality Acute services in Recovery and Positive Outcomes – especially when people at most vulnerable.

2. Acute Care (Community and Inpatient) improved a lot but all know much more to do.

3. Declaration sets out Aspiration and Direction to encourage and help us achieve these improvements, including:-

· Recovery focus

· Whole Person (Physical and Mental Health) Health Promotion

· Early Intervention

· Individual Personalised approach

· Therapeutic (right therapies available consistently)

· Service user time with staff

· Partnership (user and carer)

· Reassurance

· Healthy, Safe Environment

· Respect and Dignity for each other
