New! Updates to ChiMat Data Atlas (www.atlas.chimat.org.uk)
· The latest quarter data for breastfeeding has been added to the data atlas. This is data on both breastfeeding initiation and breastfeeding at 6/8 weeks. This data is available at PCT level and can be found in the pregnancy and early years theme.

· Latest estimates for the ethnic population for children under 15 has been added to the data atlas. This data is available at local authority level and can be found under the demographics theme.

· National Indicators supported by the Tellus4 Survey have been added to the data atlas. The indicators that have been updated, along with the dataset where they are located, are as follows:

NI 50: Emotional health and well-being - children and young people user perception (National indicators - be healthy dataset);
NI 69: Percentage of children who have experienced bullying (National indicators - stay safe dataset);
NI 110: More participation in positive activities (National indicators - make a positive contribution indicators);
NI 115: Reduce the proportion of young people frequently using illicit drugs, alcohol or volatile substances (National indicators - make a positive contribution dataset);
NI 199: Satisfaction with parks and play areas (National indicators - enjoy and achieve dataset).
· Data on social care staff for children has been added to the data atlas. This includes data on number and FTE field social workers and care staff and managers and supervisors working in residential homes for children. This data can be found in the workforce and spend them and is available at top level local authority level.

· Data on pupils taking free school meals and those eligible for free school meals has been added to the data atlas. This can be found under the school aged children theme and is available at top level local authority geography.
· Data on pupils from black, minority and ethnic groups has been added to the data atlas. This also includes pupils whose first language is known to be other than English. This data can be found under the school aged children theme and is available at top level local authority geography

Objective: To determine if reading an age-appropriate novel has the potential to improve BMI percentile and exercise- and nutrition-related knowledge and behaviors in girls aged 9 to 13 years who were enrolled in a childhood obesity-treatment program.

Effect of Needle Length When Immunizing Obese Adolescents With Hepatitis B Vaccine 
Objective Several studies have noted that obese adolescents and adults achieve lower titers of antibody in response to vaccines such as hepatitis B virus (HBV) vaccine. The objective of this study was to determine whether use of a longer (1.5-in) rather than a standard (1-in) needle to penetrate the thicker deltoid fat pad among obese youth would result in higher antibody titers after immunization against HBV.

Background: Examined adolescents' differentiation of their self-reported physical and mental health status, the relative importance of these variables and five important life domains (satisfaction with family, friends, living environment, school and self) with respect to adolescents' global quality of life (QOL), and the extent to which the five life domains mediate the relationships between self-reported physical and mental health status and global QOL.
