New! Healthy Schools Local Area Profiles launched
The Healthy Schools Programme has recently launched the Healthy Schools enhancement model which schools can become part of once they have achieved National Healthy School Status. This includes the essential stage of undertaking a needs analysis to identify priority areas for the health and wellbeing of children and young people.

ChiMat has launched the Healthy Schools Local Area Profiles to support this process by presenting local data in a format which will enable schools and local programmes to see at a glance how children and young people in their (top level) local authority compare with other local areas and nationally. Nineteen indicators are presented to help schools identify priority health and well-being issues.

These interactive profiles are complimented by a needs assessment report for each local area, presenting the same data in tabular form with explanatory notes that can be easily read and printed.

National Indicators datasets update

Data on the following national indicators has been updated on the data atlas:

· National Indicator 58 – Emotional Behaviour of Looked After Children
· National Indicator 61 – The percentage of looked after children adopted during the year who were placed for adoption within 12 months of a local authority deciding that the child should be placed for adoption (and were subsequently adopted in that placement).
· National Indicator 62 – The percentage of children looked after at 31 March with three or more placements subsequently adopted in that placement.

Asthma emergency admissions data toolkit
ChiMat have updated and relaunched an online toolkit to increase the efficiency of services for children with long-term conditions. The Disease Management Information Toolkit (DMIT) for paediatric asthma has information at Primary Care Trust (PCT) level on emergency hospital admissions for patients aged under 19 with a primary diagnosis of asthma. The toolkit enables PCTs to compare their emergency admission rates, bed-days and lengths of stay with a range of different comparators. It is designed to highlight variations at PCT level and allow benchmarking to inform the commissioning decision-making process for children’s services. This is the first in a series of modules – future modules include diabetes and epilepsy.

Associations between childhood bereavement and children’s background, experiences and outcomes: Secondary analysis of the 2004 Mental Health of Children and Young People in Great Britain data 
New research from NCB, conducted on behalf of the Childhood Bereavement Network (CBN), has found that children bereaved of a parent, sibling or close friend are more likely than other children to have experienced a range of difficult events in their lives. These include having had a stay in hospital (around 60% more likely than nonbereaved children), having a diagnosable mental health disorder (around 55% more likely), having a parent with a serious mental illness (around 80% more likely) or major financial crisis (around 40% more likely). They are also over 60% more likely to have been excluded from school.

OBJECTIVE: Although adverse health outcomes are increased among children with BMI above the 85th (overweight) and 95th (obese) percentiles, previous studies have not clearly defined the BMI percentile at which adverse health outcomes begin to increase. We examined whether the existing BMI percentile cutoffs are optimal for defining increased risk for dyslipidemia, dysglycemia, and hypertension.

Routine health promotion (encompassing education, advice and general health assessment) in the pre-pregnancy period has been proposed for improving pregnancy outcomes by encouraging behavioural change, or allowing early identification of risk factors.
