Some policy measures required to reduce child poverty (such as benefit increases) are not devolved powers, but the Scottish Government could do more to remove barriers to employment, sustain people in work and tackle low pay.

Outcomes for births booked under an independent midwife and births in NHS maternity units: matched comparison study 
Conclusions: Healthcare policy tries to direct patient choice towards clinically appropriate and practicable options; nevertheless, pregnant women are free to make decisions about birth preferences, including place of delivery and staff in attendance. While clinical outcomes across a range of variables were significantly better for women accessing an independent midwife, the significantly higher perinatal mortality rates for high risk cases in this group indicate an urgent need for a review of these cases. The significantly higher prematurity and admission rates to intensive care in the NHS cohort also indicate an urgent need for review

Distinguishing Maltreating Versus Non-Maltreating At-Risk Families: A Discriminant Function Analysis With Implications for Foster Care and Early Childhood Education Interventions 
Research examining whether indicators of socioeconomic status (SES) and parenting stress could distinguish maltreating from non-maltreating families. A group of families with substantiated cases of child maltreatment were compared to two groups of families without reported cases of child maltreatment. The significant parenting stress distinguishers were parental self-reports of a dysfunctional parent-child relationship and difficult child temperament. Even when different groups of families were similar in terms of poverty, only the maltreating families had clinical levels of parenting stress. Implications for family therapy and early childhood education interventions are discussed.

Children's experiences with chat support and telephone support. 
A comparative study between the telephone service and the confidential one-on-one online chat service of the Dutch Kindertelefoon. Findings showed children experienced a higher sense of well-being and a reduced severity of their problems after consulting the Kindertelefoon. Results were slightly more favourable for the chat service. A follow-up survey showed many of the children suffer from emotional problems. Underlines the need for closer cooperation between child helplines and mental health and child welfare services.

Background: The determinants of teenage sexual health, including pregnancies, can be addressed from social, familial and individual level perspectives. The main objective of this study was to examine whether pregnancy among 18 years old and younger girls were associated with selected individual (age at coitarche, score of sexual health knowledge, dislike of school) and family (mother's education) and family functioning (alcohol abuse in the family, parents’ acceptance of sexual relationship) characteristics.
