Trafficking is often hidden behind a wall of silence with children and young people on one side, afraid or unable to talk, and practitioners on the other, finding it hard to identify the child or young person, respond to their needs or prosecute their abusers. The research gives insight into how practitioners have worked with and sometimes overcome these problems while maintaining the child’s best interests.

Between April 2007 and March 2008 there were approximately 1.9 million hospital admissions of children under 14 years in England and Wales and approximately 46 million contacts by children with general practice services. Most children are treated safely. However, some are exposed to preventable adverse events. This review highlights some of the patient safety issues for children, young people and their families, outlines current National Patient Safety Agency (NPSA) partnership work streams, and identifies key actions for stakeholders.

Children's nurses' experiences of child protection: what helps? 
Reports on one area of findings of a study undertaken at a district general hospital in which 15 nurses and midwives working in paediatrics who had been involved in child protection cases were asked about their views and feelings of the experience. Involvement in child protection was found to have a lasting impact on individuals. The nurses required procedural information from a knowledgeable supporter during a case and support from the right person in the right place at the right time for them. The Named Nurse was identified as being crucial in giving effective support to individuals during child protection cases.

Training the workforce following a serious case review: lessons learnt from a death by fabricated and induced illness. 
Argues that it is crucial, when planning and delivering training as a result of recommendations following a serious case review, to recognise the emotional impact on the workforce of the death of a child from maltreatment. Also argues that this is particularly important when the child has died as a result of fabricated and induced illness (FII) by a carer and professionals may have inadvertently contributed to the child's suffering. Considers the challenges encountered by those responsible for commissioning and providing training. Concludes with a checklist for those commissioning and providing training.

Diagnostic radiographers and their role in child protection situations: an exploration of bystander intervention. 
Short report exploring the diagnostic radiographer's role in child protection using published literature, reflection on clinical practice and theoretical models. Presents a theoretical review in which issues surrounding the diagnostic radiographer's role in child protection are explored.

Report on the implementation and evaluation of an interprofessional learning programme for inter-agency child protection teams. 
A facilitated inter-professional learning (IPL) programme was implemented to assess if an intervention involving collaboration between different professions and agencies working to safeguard children could overcome some of the barriers to effective inter-professional and inter-agency team working. Six teams based in primary and secondary care trusts took part with participants from health, education, police and social services. Findings demonstrated statistically significant changes in five out of six categories in the inventory and reflective statements suggested that overall the programme offered a positive learning experience at both an individual and team level.

Maternity services [Report by the Wales Audit Office] 
Most women are satisfied with maternity care in Wales with services generally meeting an appropriate standard, says this report by the Auditor General. But the report also highlights some specific problems including the way that labour is managed in some trusts and dissatisfaction with support for infant feeding. This report includes a survey of new mothers. Although many women questioned were satisfied with their experience, a significant minority felt they were not always treated with dignity and respect or kindness and understanding.

Effect of inhaled anti-inflammatory drugs in childhood asthma doesn’t persist once continuous use stops 
Follow-up from a controlled trial of continuous inhaled anti-inflammatory drugs (nedocromil or budesonide) in mild to moderate childhood asthma found that the benefits waned once continued use stopped.

Stress and resilience factors in parents with mental health problems and their children. 
Research briefing analysing factors contributing to either stress or resilience in families where one or both parents have mental health problems. Stress related factors analysed include poverty, community, and parental mental health. Resilience related factors analysed include parental bonding, control and optimism and social support. Also analyses implications of research for organisations, service users and carers, practitioners and the policy community.
