Management of babies born extremely preterm at less than 26 weeks of gestation: a framework for clinical practice at the time of birth

This is not a set of instructions, but a framework to highlight the range of evidence and opinion that needs to be considered by staff and parents. Care of the mother, her fetus and the baby will always need to be individualised and should be led by senior staff in all disciplines. The parents' hopes and expectations need to be explored with honesty and compassion in a realistic way, drawing upon the available evidence. Communication and agreed plans must be documented in full and signed legibly. These plans may need to be revised frequently.

Children and young people with sexually harmful behaviour: is age of onset a factor?

Reviews a number of studies examining the issue of early or late onset of harmful sexual behaviour as a distinguishing factor between groups of children and young people that display such behaviours. These studies found that those with early onset behaviours showed higher rates of inadequate parenting, poor sexual boundaries in the home, high levels of abuse/neglect, insecure attachments, more anti-social behaviour in general and a wider variety of victims. Those with late onset behaviours displayed a higher rate of substance misuse, a much more specific victim selection and a higher conviction rate for sexual offences.

Parenting is recognized as a key mediator in both health and educational outcomes. Much is known on the value of support and group work in benefiting parenting, but little is known on the effect of written information. A randomized, controlled trial was conducted to evaluate the effect of a parenting newsletter, sent monthly to the parents' home from birth to 1 year, on maternal well-being and parenting style. We tested the hypothesis that mothers receiving the newsletter would show less stress and better parenting characteristics than controls.

Health of the Nation - Exploring the evidence behind the politics

London, 5 & 6 Februray 2009

The UK's health system is moving through a period of unprecedented change. From "world-class" commissioning to provider pluralism, personalised care to changing professional roles, the political and policy debates around health in the UK have become ever more complex and fractious.
