New advice on oral salicylate gels in under 16s 
The Medicines and Healthcare products Regulatory Agency (MHRA) is issuing precautionary advice for topical oral pain relief gels containing salicylate salts. The main products affected are Bonjela and Bonjela Cool Mint Gel. The new advice recommends these products are not used in those under 16-years-of-age. This is due to salicylate salts having the same effect on the body as aspirin which is already contraindicated in children and young people under 16-years-of-age. This is a precautionary measure only and there are no new safety concerns. The advice is being introduced due to a theoretical risk these products could increase the possibility of a child developing Reye’s syndrome – a rare but serious condition. There are a number of options and alternative treatments for pain associated with teething and mouth ulcers. If parents, carers or young people are unsure how best to treat these problems they should ask a GP, health visitor, dentist or pharmacist for advice.

Sleep Simple, Sleep Safe: Five Essentials to Reduce the Risk of Cot Death 
The Foundation for the Study of Infant Deaths [FSID] has launched an online resource for new parents to highlight the only five essential products needed to reduce the risk of cot death. FSID’s new Sleep Simple advice recommends just five bedtime basics to keep a baby safe: a cot, crib or moses basket, a firm flat mattress, blankets or a baby sleep bag, a room thermometer and a dummy. In 2008 50% of all calls to FSID’s helpline were from worried parents confused by the array of products on offer. FSID director, Joyce Epstein, said: “Every year our helpline receives hundreds of calls from anxious parents and grandparents who are worried about cot death and confused by the number of products out there. “Our new information is designed to calm those fears - you really only need the basics to reduce your baby’s risk. “FSID’s advice remains: sleep simple, sleep safe”

Diarrhoea and vomiting in children under 5 
This guideline applies to children younger than 5 years who present to a healthcare professional for advice in any setting. It covers diagnosis, assessment of dehydration, fluid management, nutritional management and the role of antibiotics and other therapies. It provides recommendations on the advice to be given to parents and carers, and also considers when care should be escalated - from home management through to hospital admission. The guideline will assume that prescribers will use a drug's summary of product characteristics to inform their decisions for individual patients.

Disciplinary actions brought by the United Kingdom General Medical Council (GMC) against doctors including the eminent paediatricians Sir Roy Meadow and David Southall have been monitored by concerned practitioners and scholars worldwide. The attitudes and expectations of healthcare staff, women and their partners have shifted with regard to pain, pain relief and appropriate behaviour during labour and childbirth.

Guidance on Children’s Trusts and information sharing stresses the importance of effective joint-working among partnership agencies, including health, social services, education, the third sector and others working to ensure good outcomes for children, young people and families. Local authorities and their partners have come along way with improving information sharing but there often remains uncertainty about when and how to effectively share information, a point borne out in Lord Laming’s recent progress report on the protection of children: “Organisational boundaries and concerns about sharing information must never be allowed to put in jeopardy the safety of a child or young person.” This seminar, a repeat of one in February which was oversubscribed, will explore issues around sharing information and help inform successful practice.

Ethnic minorities and non-response: Evidence from the Millennium Cohort and lessons for Understanding Society 
Attrition is one of the perennial worries in conducting prospective longitudinal surveys. Knowledge has advanced over time about the characteristics of those respondents who are more or less likely to continue to participate. In relation to ethnicity, a number of US longitudinal studies have shown that black respondents usually suffer higher attrition rates than white respondents, but if, in addition, they are young black men, the rates are dangerously high and threaten to make analyses of this group unviable. Less is known about survey non-response for minority ethnic groups in the UK and especially about attrition for specific minorities in longitudinal surveys.
