New!  Child Health Profiles
Change of methodology for child health profile and infant mortality profile
The methodology used to show whether an indicator is green, red or amber compared to the national average has been changed to match those used in profiles published by the Association of Public Health Observatories (APHO) .

Previously an indicator was red or green if the value was in the upper or lower quartile. The profile now uses 95% confidence intervals to show if the indicator is above or below the national average.

This change has a subtle affect and may have changed the colour of an indicator if it was close to being in the upper or lower quartiles previously.

Updates to ChiMat Data Atlas
New!  Baby friendly accreditation data
Data on baby friendly accreditation has been added to the data atlas. The Baby Friendly Initiative accredits maternity and community facilities that adopt internationally recognised standards of best practice in the care of mothers and babies. A Certificate of Commitment is the first step towards the full award and is assessed by post and via an action planning visit. Stage 1 assesses policies and procedures, Stage 2 the staff education programme and Stage 3 the care provided to pregnant women and new mothers. BMJ: US children are not getting enough vitamin D, studies conclude 
Children in the United States may be at risk of cardiovascular disease because they are not getting enough vitamin D, two studies have reported. The studies, in the 3 August online edition of Pediatrics, both used data from the 2001-4 national health and nutrition examination survey. They were done because other studies indicated that US adults with low concentrations of vitamin D had a higher risk of cardiovascular disease, but little was known about low vitamin D concentrations in children and adolescents.

Time trends in parenting and outcomes for young people. Changing Adolescence Programme briefing paper 
Parents of teenagers are doing a good job, and poor parenting is not the reason for the increase in problem behaviour amongst teenagers, a new briefing paper published by the Nuffield Foundation reveals. Research undertaken by a team led by Professor Frances Gardner from the Department of Social Policy and Social Work at the University of Oxford found no evidence of a general decline in parenting. The findings show that differences in parenting according to family structure and income have narrowed over the last 25 years. However, the task of parenting is changing and could be getting increasingly stressful, particularly for some groups.

Autobiographical memory functioning among abused, neglected, and nonmaltreated children: the overgeneral memory effect 
Examines the effect of childhood maltreatment on autobiographical memory amongst school aged-children, in particular the phenomenon of 'overgeneral memory effect': difficulties in remembering specific autobiographical memories in response to cue words. Abused children demonstrated more over-general memory than non-abused children which was in turn related to increased rates of depression

Fathers and maternal risk for physical child abuse 
Examines father-related factors predicting maternal physical child abuse risk. Interviews were conducted with mothers when children were 3 years old. Predictor variables included the mother-father relationship status; father demographic, economic, and psychosocial variables; and key background factors. Mothers married to fathers were at lower risk for most indicators of maternal physical child abuse. However, after accounting for specific fathering factors and controlling for background variables, multivariate analyses indicated that marriage does not appear to be a protective factor, and on two of three indicators was linked with greater maternal physical abuse risk.

Fathers, physical child abuse, and neglect: advancing the knowledge base 
Introduction to special issue addressing the overrepresentation of fathers as perpetrators of physical child maltreatment, particularly in its most severe forms. Argues that inadequate attention to the role of fathers, both in research and practice, which has numerous problematic implications for the prevention of child maltreatment. Introduces the articles, which examine fathers' roles by focusing on multiple fathering factors that may directly and indirectly shape both maternal and paternal risk of engaging in physical child maltreatment.

This study concluded that use of a booklet on respiratory tract infections in children within primary care consultations led to important reductions in antibiotic prescribing and reduced intention to consult without reducing satisfaction with care.

The PREM score can be used to predict the chance of survival at or before birth almost as accurately as existing measures influenced by post-delivery condition; to balance risk at entry into a controlled trial; and to adjust for differences in ‘case mix’ when assessing the quality of perinatal care.

BACKGROUND: Compared with spontaneously conceived (SC) singletons, adverse perinatal outcome, neonatal intensive care unit (NICU) admission and hospital admission in infancy are more common in those born following Assisted Reproductive Technology (ART). Similar comparisons for twins have shown conflicting results.

Objective To examine whether child maltreatment (physical, emotional, and sexual abuse, and neglect) predicts adolescent sexual intercourse; whether associations between maltreatment and sexual intercourse are explained by children's emotional distress, and whether relations among maltreatment, emotional distress, and sexual intercourse differ according to gender.

Background: The development of obesity through childhood, often characterized by using body mass index (BMI), has received much recent interest because of the rapidly increasing levels of obesity worldwide. However, the extent to which the BMI trajectory in the first year of life (the BMI 'peak' in particular) is associated with BMI in later childhood has received little attention.

Objective: To test a transactional model of sleep–wake development in infants born preterm or low birthweight (PT LBW), which may inform clinical practice, interventions, and future research in this at risk population. Methods One hundred and twenty-eight mother–infant dyads participated from hospital discharge to 4 months postterm. Assessments of prematurity, infant sleep–wake patterns, maternal interaction quality, depression, feeding route, and sociodemographic factors were conducted.

Collaboration between youths with type 1 diabetes (T1D) and their adult caregivers may be central to effective management of T1D. This article includes analysis of cross-sectional associations between T1D outcomes (adherence, glycemic control, quality of life, family conflict, depression, and self-efficacy) and scores on the Collaborative Parent Involvement Scale obtained from 309 youths with T1D about their primary and secondary caregivers.
