This is the revised government advice following a major review of the scientific evidence. It shows that there is no clear evidence that eating or not eating peanuts (or foods containing peanuts) during pregnancy, breastfeeding and during early infant life influences the chances of a child developing a peanut allergy.

Backing the Future: why investing in children is good for us all 
The report sets out the first ever full analysis of the economic and social cost of the UK’s failure to invest sufficiently in services that prevent social problems such as crime, mental ill health, family breakdown, drug use and obesity… Backing the Future outlines a package that combines additional investment over ten years in targeted services for vulnerable children and young people who are already beginning to experience difficulties, alongside a combination of universal childcare and paid parental leave that would lay the foundations for the long term shift towards a system based on prevention and nurture. The benefits this would bring for young people, families and communities could actually reduce the need for spending in the long-term. This package would bring returns to the UK economy totalling £486 billion over 20 years (roughly five times the current annual budget of the whole of the NHS) - even after funding the transition from the system we have now to a more preventative and effective approach.

Minding the gap: training in adolescent medicine when formal training programmes are not available [Learning and teaching] 
There is a growing need for healthcare professionals to extend their knowledge in adolescent health care. Formal training curricula in adolescent medicine have been developed in only the United States, Canada and Australia. The Israeli experience in building an infrastructure that allows physicians to train in adolescent medicine is described. It includes the development of hospital-based and community-based multidisciplinary adolescent health services, a 3-year diploma course in adolescent medicine and a simulated patient-based programme regarding communication with adolescents. In the course of one decade an infrastructure has been developed to create a cadre of physicians who are able to operate adolescent clinics and to teach adolescent medicine. Consequently a formal fellowship training programme in adolescent medicine has been recently approved by the Scientific Council of the Israel Medical Association. This model can be applied in countries where formal training programmes in adolescent health care are not yet available.

Contribution of smoking during pregnancy to inequalities in stillbirth and infant death in Scotland 1994-2003: retrospective population based study using hospital maternity records 
The objective of the study was to quantify the contribution of smoking during pregnancy to social inequalities in stillbirth and infant death. It concluded that both tackling smoking during pregnancy and reducing infants’ exposure to tobacco smoke in the postnatal environment may help to reduce stillbirths and infant deaths overall and to reduce the socioeconomic inequalities in stillbirths and infant deaths perhaps by as much as 30-40%. However, action on smoking on its own is unlikely to be sufficient and other measures to improve the social circumstances, social support, and health of mothers and infants are needed.

Screening pregnant women for autoimmune thyroid disease: a cost-effectiveness analysis 
The objective was to examine the cost-effectiveness of screening pregnant women for autoimmune thyroid disease. The authors concluded that screening all pregnant women in the first trimester was cost-effective compared with no screening. Overall, the methodology was appropriate and the methods and results were adequately reported. Given the scope of the analysis the authors’ conclusions appear to be appropriate.

Screening tools for depressed mood after childbirth in UK-based South Asian women: a systematic review 
This review found that there were very few postnatal psychological screening tools specifically for women of South Asian origin living in the UK and insufficient data on the validity of those that had been developed. The cautious conclusions were supported and are likely to be reliable.

The goal was to assess the effectiveness of an occupational therapy home program (OTHP), compared with no OTHP, with respect to function and parent satisfaction with child function, participation, goal attainment, and quality of upper limb skill in school-aged children with cerebral palsy.

Evaluates the efficacy of family-based, behavioral weight control in the management of severe pediatric obesity.

Estimating Blood Loss: Comparative Study of the Accuracy of Parents and Health Care Professionals 
Objective: Hematemesis and hematochezia are not uncommon presenting complaints in children. The amount of blood loss reported by the parent is likely to influence the pediatrician's decision regarding investigations and management. Currently, there are only very limited data regarding the ability of laypersons to estimate blood losses visually. This study investigated the accuracy of parents, in comparison to pediatric health care professionals, in estimating blood loss volumes.
