The DCSF set up the Violence against Women and Girls (VAWG) Advisory Group in July 2009. Its key role is to provide advice to Ministers on how schools can most effectively tackle the issue of violence against women and girls, as part of the development of the cross government VAWG Strategy. Over the last six months, the Group has considered how current strands of DCSF work with schools, which have the potential to impact on the violence against girls and women agenda, can be most effectively harnessed to maximise impact. The Group considered specific issues (e.g. pornography), evidence of the effectiveness of previous interventions in schools, and policy developments (e.g. the new Sex and Relationships Guidance for schools). Report of the Independent Review Panel conducting the independent review of the controls on infant formula and follow-on formula 
In 2007, Dawn Primarolo, then Minister for Public Health, established a review of the effectiveness of new controls in the new Infant Formula and Follow on Formula Regulations 2007 (SI 2007/3521). These controls aimed to reduce confusion for parents between infant formula for exclusive feeding of babies during the first months of life and follow on formula for babies aged six months and over. The independent panel of experts was asked to "Assess whether the new controls on the way in which follow on formula is presented and advertised have been effective in making clear to parents/parents to be and carers that advertisements for follow on formula are meant only for babies over six months and are not perceived or confused as infant formula advertising, which is prohibited". The Minister for Public Health has published the Panel’s report and will publish her response to the report’s findings and recommendations as soon as possible.

This paper reviews the literature on the group involvement in bullying, thus providing insight into the individuals' motives for participation in bullying, the persistence of bullying, and the adjustment of victims across different peer contexts. Background: The prevalence of childhood obesity has increased dramatically in the last two decades and numerous efforts to understand, intervene on, and prevent this significant threat to children's health are underway for many segments of the pediatric population. Understanding the prevalence of obesity in populations of children with developmental disorders is an important undertaking, as the factors that give rise to obesity may not be the same as for typically developing children, and because prevention and treatment efforts may need to be tailored to meet their needs and the needs of their families. The goal of the current study was to estimate the prevalence of obesity in children and adolescents with autism.

Contrasting effects of different maternal diets on sexually dimorphic gene expression in the murine placenta 
Diet during pregnancy influences the future health of a woman's offspring, with outcomes differing depending on the child's sex. Because the placenta buffers the fetus from the mother, we examined the impact of diet and fetal sex on placental gene expression in mice fed either a very-high-fat, low-fat, chow diet of intermediate caloric density.

The key messages from this briefing paper are: Large inequalities in infant mortality rates exist between ethnic minorities and the general population in England and Wales; In part due to a higher prevalence of preterm birth and congenital anomalies Caribbean and Pakistani babies are more than twice as likely to die before the age of one than white British or Bangladeshi babies; Heterogeneity is considerable between different ethnic groups in both risk factors and causes of infant mortality; Explanations for variations in infant mortality between ethnic groups are complex; To identify the pathways that lead to higher risks of infant death among black and minority ethnic groups more research is needed.

Does opening a milk bank in a neonatal unit change infant feeding practices? A before and after study 
Donor human milk banks are much more than simple centers for collection, storage, processing, and distribution of donor human milk, as they cover other aspects and represent a real opportunity to promote and support breastfeeding. The aim of the study is to assess the impact that opening a human milk bank has had on the proportion of infants receiving exclusive breast milk at discharge and other aspects related to feeding children with birth weight < or = 1500 g or < 32 weeks gestation admitted to the neonatal unit. It concluded that the opening of a donor human milk bank in a neonatal unit did not reduce the proportion of infants exclusively fed with breast milk at discharge, but did reduce the proportion of infants that received infant formula during the first four weeks of life. Also, having donor human milk available enables commencement of enteral feeding earlier.
