· New!  Breastfeeding data 

Data for breastfeeding has been added to the data atlas. This data covers both breastfeeding initiation and breastfeeding at 6/8 weeks. It is available at PCT level and can be viewed in the ‘pregnancy and early years’ theme.

This is data on child deaths that have been reviewed by Local Safeguarding Children Boards (LSCBs) in England between 1 April 2008 and 31 March 2009.

· Provision for children under 5 data
Data on free early education places for children aged under 5 has been added to the atlas. This data are available by age (3 and 4 year olds) and by type of school. The data can be found under the pregnancy and early years themes and is at Top level local authority level.
· Gastroenteritis hospital admissions. Data for emergency admissions for gastroenteritis for children under the age of 5 has been added to the atlas.
This data can be found under the 'Children with acute or additional health needs' theme.

· Asthma hospital admissions. Data for emergency admissions for asthma for children under the age of 16 has been added to the atlas.This data can be found under the 'Children with acute or additional health needs' theme.

A questionnaire designed to measure seven aspects of young people's subjective well-being (for ages 11 to 16 years). These are self-esteem, resilience, emotional well-being, peer relationships, family relationships, satisfaction with school and satisfaction with local community. The aim is to help charities demonstrate their full impact. This report describes the interim findings from the pilot study, with the final version due to be launched in October 2009. Improving disabled young people's transitions to adult services and adulthood is now a government priority. Evidence suggests that poor transition planning and outcomes feature too often in the transitions of disabled young people from children's to adult services. Moreover the transitions of disabled young people leaving out of authority residential school placements can be even more problematic than the transitions of young people living with their families and attending local schools. Interviews with staff and managers working in children's services (education, health and social care), adult social care, Connexions and transition teams were used to explore how transitions from out of authority residential schools to adult services are currently managed. Analysis by a doctor of adolescents on an intensive care unit to understand the effect of abusive experiences in childhood on personality development and symptomatology. Analysis techniques relate to attachment, mentalisation, dissociation, trauma, and how abusive experiences affect the development of the individual and their developing brain. The impact of the OTS on peak expiratory flow (PEF) and respiratory symptoms among schoolchildren in the city is reported.

H1N1 2009 influenza virus infection during pregnancy in the USA 
Pandemic H1N1 2009 influenza virus has been identified as the cause of a widespread outbreak of febrile respiratory infection in the USA and worldwide. This study summarised cases of infection with pandemic H1N1 virus in pregnant women identified in the USA during the first month of the present outbreak, and deaths associated with this virus during the first 2 months of the outbreak. It concluded that pregnant women might be at increased risk for complications from pandemic H1N1 virus infection. These data lend support to the present recommendation to promptly treat pregnant women with H1N1 influenza virus infection with anti-influenza drugs.

Late recognition of pregnancy as a predictor of adverse birth outcomes 
Examines the relationship between the time of recognition of pregnancy and birth outcomes, such as premature births, low birthweight (LBW), admission to the neonatal intensive care unit (NICU), and infant mortality.

Community-based interventions to optimize early childhood development in low resource settings 
Objective: Interventions targeting the early childhood period (0 to 3 years) help to improve neuro-cognitive functioning throughout life. Some of the more low cost, low resource-intensive community practices for this age-group are play, reading, music and tactile stimulation. This research was conducted to summarize the evidence regarding the effectiveness of such strategies on child development, with particular focus on techniques that may be transferable to developing countries and to children at risk of developing secondary impairments.

The revised guidance aims to improve the quality, consistency and impact of serious case reviews and is directed in particular at Local Safeguarding Children Boards (LSCBs) who by law undertake a serious case review whenever a child dies or is seriously injured and abuse or neglect is known or suspected to be a factor.
