Updates to the ChiMat Data Atlas

Maternity data

Data on onset of labour and method and place of delivery has been updated on the atlas to include 2008/09 information. This data is available at Strategic Health Authority level and can be found under the pregnancy and early years theme.
Looked after children data

Data on looked after children has been added to the data atlas. This includes information on:

· Number of children who are looked after and rate per 10000 population

· Details of where the children have been placed 

This data is under the young people theme and is available at top level local authority geography.

National Indicators datasets update

Data on the following national indicators has been updated on the data atlas:

· National Indicator 58 – Emotional Behaviour of Looked After Children
· National Indicator 61 – The percentage of looked after children adopted during the year who were placed for adoption within 12 months of a local authority deciding that the child should be placed for adoption (and were subsequently adopted in that placement).
· National Indicator 62 – The percentage of children looked after at 31 March with three or more placements subsequently adopted in that placement.
Data from the PE and sports survey 2008/09, published by DCSF, has been added to the data atlas. This can be found in the school aged children theme.

Smoking during pregnancy data has been added to the data atlas. This is available at PCT level and can be found in the pregnancy and early years theme of the atlas.

Background: Rates of preterm birth are increasing worldwide and this increase is mostly due to infants born between 34 and 36 weeks of gestational age, the so-called "late preterm" births. The aim of this study was to assess the effect of late preterm birth over growth outcomes, assessed when children were 12 and 24 months old.

Background: Physical activity independent of adult supervision is an important component of youth physical activity. This study examined parental attitudes to independent activity, factors that limit licence to be independently active and parental strategies to facilitate independent activity.

Social capital has grown out of the recognition that health-related behaviours are shaped and constrained by a range of social and community contexts and that the ways in which an individual relates to social networks and communities has important effects on their health and well-being. Given the strong and complex inequalities that exist in adolescent health at both the national and international levels, social capital, acting a protective factor (or asset), may help reduce poor outcomes. The aim of this study was to measure and assess the relative importance of a range of social indicators representing the different domains of social capital on the health, wellbeing and health-related behaviours of young people.
