BBC: Obese children show signs of heart disease 
Obese children as young as three years old show signs of future heart disease, say US researchers. A study of 16,000 children and teenagers showed the most obese had signs of an inflammatory marker which can predict future heart disease.

DH: Over 1 in 5 blame beer pressure for drinking more 
Peer pressure to drink to excess could be all in our minds according to a survey published for the Department of Health today (1 March). A YouGov poll of more than 2,000 English adults suggests over one in five (22 percent) people who have ended up drinking more than planned put it down to peer pressure, while 39 percent of drinkers feel the need to make up an excuse or lie to justify refusing a drink. However, the survey for the Department of Health’s ‘Alcohol Effects’ campaign shows this is unnecessary as it appears peer pressure hardly exists.

A national survey by the Kaiser Family Foundation found that with technology allowing nearly 24-hour media access as children and teens go about their daily lives, the amount of time young people spend with entertainment media has risen dramatically, especially among minority youth. Generation M2: Media in the Lives of 8- to 18-Year-Olds is the third in a series of large-scale, nationally representative surveys by the Foundation about young people's media use. It includes data from all three waves of the study (1999, 2004, and 2009), and is among the largest and most comprehensive publicly available sources of information about media use among American youth.

Teenage pregnancy has been a significant concern in England for some time because of the associations between teenage births and poor outcomes for mothers and children. The initial overall aim of this evaluation was to determine whether the TTT community programme resulted in parents being able to give their children messages about delaying the onset of sexual activity and practising safe sex when they do begin and in improvements in general parenting, including improved communication and more effective negotiation.

There is a growing recognition of the variation between local authorities in the proportions of children with special educational needs (SEN), the apparent composition of these groups, and the nature and quality of services provided to support them. The aims of the study were to explore why there was variation in the way local authorities provided for SEN, and whether and when this variation amounted to inequitable provision. Specifically the research examined the extent and nature of local variation in the apparent prevalence of children with SEN, how it arises, and the implications for the ability of local authorities to identify and meet the needs of children with SEN. It aimed to identify the approaches and systems that appear to support more effective practice in identification, provision and working practices to support children with SEN and how the issues of identification, classification and provision are linked, with implications for policy and practice.

ASB Family Intervention Projects: monitoring and evaluation. Research report 
In February 2007, the National Centre for Social Research (NatCen) created a web-based information system to collect comprehensive data on all families referred to Family Intervention Projects (FIPs). Information is collected by FIP staff at the initial referral, when a support plan is put in place, at regular formal reviews, at the point the family exits from the intervention and 9 to 14 months after families exit from the FIP. This is the first report to include information on families who have been followed up 9 to 14 months after they exited from a FIP intervention. The next monitoring report will be published in Autumn 2010 and, for the first time, will include outcomes for all types of FIPs.

Spoon feeding results in early hospital discharge of low birth weight babies 
The objective of the study was to evaluate the adequacy and feasibility of spoon feeding in terms of physical growth and transition to breast feeding in early hospital-discharged low birth weight (LBW) neonates. It concluded that use of supplementary spoon feeding is found to be adequate and feasible in terms of physical growth and transition to breast feeding in early hospital-discharged (home group) LBW babies.

Acute asthma in children of school age [Editorial] 
Asthma is one of the most common chronic diseases in childhood. Despite improvements in management it is still responsible for around 32 000 hospital admissions and 40 deaths annually in children in the United Kingdom. Evidence for the effectiveness of guided self management in improving treatment outcomes is extensive, but the contribution of the various components of asthma self management programmes is less clear. Parent initiated treatment of exacerbations with prednisolone is often included in self management plans for children, but evidence for this treatment has been inferred from the confirmed effectiveness of oral corticosteroids in children admitted to hospital with asthma. In the linked randomised controlled trial (doi:10.1136/bmj.c843), Vuillermin and colleagues assess this strategy in children of school age and find that prednisolone produces small but definite improvements in symptom scores, reductions in health service usage (number needed to treat 7), and a possible reduction in hospital . . .

Parent initiated prednisolone for acute asthma in children of school age: randomised controlled crossover trial 
This study concluded that a short course of oral prednisolone initiated by parents when their child experiences an episode of acute asthma may reduce asthma symptoms, health resource use, and school absenteeism. However, the modest benefits of this strategy must be balanced against potential side effects of repeated short courses of an oral corticosteroid.

Identifying sick children in primary care 
In developed countries, every child will present to a primary health-care practitioner more than once every year with symptoms of an acute infection. Primary care physicians faced with such a child know that the likelihood of serious disease is about 1%, but what has not been clear is the evidence-based approach that clinicians should take in investigating such children. In The Lancet, Ann Van den Bruel and colleagues address this uncertainty in a systematic review of 30 studies.
