Updates to ChiMat Data Atlas (www.atlas.chimat.org.uk)
· New!  Lower super output area maps have been added to the data atlas. These maps include data on the child wellbeing index and the index of multiple deprivation.
· The latest quarter data for breastfeeding has been added to the data atlas. This is data on both breastfeeding initiation and breastfeeding at 6/8 weeks. This data is available at PCT level and can be found in the pregnancy and early years theme.

· Latest estimates for the ethnic population for children under 15 has been added to the data atlas. This data is available at local authority level and can be found under the demographics theme.

· National Indicators supported by the Tellus4 Survey have been added to the data atlas. The indicators that have been updated, along with the dataset where they are located, are as follows:

NI 50: Emotional health and well-being - children and young people user perception (National indicators - be healthy dataset);
NI 69: Percentage of children who have experienced bullying (National indicators - stay safe dataset);
NI 110: More participation in positive activities (National indicators - make a positive contribution indicators);
NI 115: Reduce the proportion of young people frequently using illicit drugs, alcohol or volatile substances (National indicators - make a positive contribution dataset);
NI 199: Satisfaction with parks and play areas (National indicators - enjoy and achieve dataset).
· Data on social care staff for children has been added to the data atlas. This includes data on number and FTE field social workers and care staff and managers and supervisors working in residential homes for children. This data can be found in the workforce and spend them and is available at top level local authority level.

· Data on pupils taking free school meals and those eligible for free school meals has been added to the data atlas. This can be found under the school aged children theme and is available at top level local authority geography.
· Data on pupils from black, minority and ethnic groups has been added to the data atlas. This also includes pupils whose first language is known to be other than English. This data can be found under the school aged children theme and is available at top level local authority geography

New independent research reveals that more than 1 in 10 children living in England and Wales could have been privately fostered. Nearly half (46%) of the privately fostered children surveyed said they have had anxieties while in those arrangements. 42% said they didn’t think anyone outside of the family was told that they were being privately fostered, creating large numbers of ‘invisible children’.

Maternal depression can undermine the development of young children: Working paper no 8 
Serious depression in parents and caregivers can affect far more than the adults who are ill. It also influences the well-being of the children in their care. The first joint Working Paper from the National Scientific Council on the Developing Child and the National Forum on Early Childhood Policy and Programs summarizes recent evidence on the potentially far-reaching harmful effects of chronic and severe maternal depression on families and children. This report examines why the continuing failure to address the consequences of depression for large numbers of vulnerable, young children presents a missed opportunity to help families and children in a way that could support the future prosperity and well-being of society as a whole.

Persistent fear and anxiety can affect young children’s learning and development: Working paper no 9 
Ensuring that young children have safe, secure environments in which to grow, learn, and develop healthy brains and bodies is not only good for the children themselves but also builds a strong foundation for a thriving, prosperous society. Science shows that early exposure to circumstancesthat produce persistent fear and chronic anxiety can have lifelong consequences by disrupting the developing architecture of the brain. Unfortunately, many 

young children are exposed to such circumstances. This report from the National Scientific Council on the Developing Child summarizes in clear language why, while some of these experiences are one-time events and others may reoccur or persist over time, all of them have the potential to affect how children learn, solve problems, and relate to others.

Research

Case management and outcomes for neglected children returned to their parents: A five year follow-up study. Research brief 
Practitioners have very little research to inform them about which kinds of case management or combinations of services keep neglected children safe and contribute to improved outcomes. Given that cases of neglect often need long-term interventions, the aim of this study was to help to fill knowledge gaps about how children are assessed and managed over time when there are concerns about harm to them and to identify predictors of child outcomes when cases were followed up over a five-year period.

Change in wellbeing from childhood to adolescence: risk and resilience. Research brief 
This report uses secondary data analysis to examine changes in wellbeing within the framework of risk and resilience. It focuses on children’s psychosocial wellbeing, looking at four different aspects: emotional, behavioural, social and subjective school wellbeing. It uses data from the Avon Longitudinal Study of Parents and Children (ALSPAC) to look at trajectories and drivers of change – both positive and negative – across two time periods: mid-childhood (7.5 years to 10.5 years) and early adolescence (10.5 years to 13.8 years). It also looks at those children who have a large number of risks to wellbeing in their lives, identifying those factors which may help protect their wellbeing.

Empowering Young People Pilots (EYPP) evaluation. Final report 
The Empowering Young People Pilots (EYPP) were part of the ten year youth strategy for positive activities, published in July 2007. The aim of the pilots was to make funds available so that the most disadvantaged young people in nine pilot areas could access positive activities. Young people did not have direct access to the funds. They were given a mechanism whereby they could access the activity using funds paid directly to the provider of an activity or the providers of transport to an activity. This evaluation explored the relationship between the delivery models adopted and the impact on young people’s participation in positive activities.

Purpose: To examine the relative importance of smoking behavior of best friends, boyfriends/girlfriends, the wider friendship group, and school year group smoking prevalence as correlates and predictors of smoking behavior (peer influence). The article also aims to assess the relative extent to which smoking behavior is associated with changes in smoking among peers who are selected to be friends (selective association).

Type 2 diabetes is associated with obesity and is increasing at an alarming rate in youth. Although weight loss through lifestyle change is one of the primary treatment recommendations for adults with type 2 diabetes, the efficacy of this approach has not been tested with youth. This paper provides a summary of the reviews and meta-analyses of pediatric weight-loss interventions that informed the design and implementation of an intensive, family-based lifestyle weight management program for adolescents with type 2 diabetes and their families developed for the Treatment Options for type 2 Diabetes in Adolescents and Youth (TODAY) study.

Objective: The objective of this study was to analyze whether maternal negative affectivity assessed in pregnancy is related with subsequent infant food choices.

Mechanics of sucking: comparison between bottle feeding and breastfeeding 
Background: There is very little evidence of the similarity of the mechanics of maternal and bottle feeding. This research assessed the mechanics of sucking in exclusive breastfeeding, exclusive bottle feeding, and mixed feeding. The hypothesis established was that physiological pattern for suckling movements differ depending on the type of feeding. According to this hypothesis, babies with breastfeeding have suckling movements at the breast that are different from the movements of suckling a teat of babies fed with bottle. Children with mixed feeding mix both types of suckling movements.
