Disease Management Information Toolkit (DMIT) – two new modules launched
Paediatric epilepsy and diabetes are the latest in a series of modules to be added to the online toolkit to increase the efficiency of services for children with long-term conditions. DMIT has information at Primary Care Trust (PCT) level on emergency hospital admissions for patients aged under 19 with a primary diagnosis. The toolkit enables PCTs to compare their emergency admission rates, bed-days and lengths of stay with a range of different comparators. It is designed to highlight variations at PCT level and allow benchmarking to inform the commissioning decision-making process for children’s services.

Tools and Data

Sector-led Safeguarding Children Programme 
This programme is designed to help local councils fulfil their safeguarding responsibilities. It is part of a sector-led response in which local government takes responsibility for its own improvement. The programme uses the skills and expertise of members and officers in the sector. It provides support to councils, and offers: peer reviews of local safeguarding arrangements; training and mentoring for councillors and lead members; a guide to support scrutiny of safeguarding; a pool of accredited peers and specialists to deliver customised support; the development of a ‘dashboard approach’ to provide members and senior officers with an overview of outcomes and risks in respect of safeguarding; an online community of practice for safeguarding.

Identifying experiences of physical and psychological violence in childhood that jeopardize mental health in adulthood 
Objective: This study examined associations between profiles of physical and psychological violence in childhood from parents and two dimensions of mental health in adulthood (negative affect and psychological well-being). Profiles were distinguished by the types of violence retrospectively self-reported (only physical, only psychological, or both psychological and physical violence), as well as by the frequency at which each type of violence reportedly occurred (never, rarely, or frequently).

Background: Improving nutrition knowledge among children may help them to make healthier food choices. The aim of this study was to assess the effectiveness and acceptability of a novel educational intervention to increase nutrition knowledge among primary school children.

A Cost-effectiveness Analysis of Screening Urine Dipsticks in Well-Child Care 
Objective: Despite data suggesting that routine urine screening for chronic kidney disease (CKD) has low diagnostic yield and the American Academy of Pediatrics 2007 recommendation to discontinue this screening, pediatricians may not have recognized this change. Because the new recommendation marks a major alteration in the practice guidelines, we sought to evaluate the cost-effectiveness of dipstick urinalysis for detection of CKD from the primary care practitioner's perspective.

Clinical Genetic Testing for Patients With Autism Spectrum Disorders 
Background: Multiple lines of evidence indicate a strong genetic contribution to autism spectrum disorders (ASDs). Current guidelines for clinical genetic testing recommend a G-banded karyotype to detect chromosomal abnormalities and fragile X DNA testing, but guidelines for chromosomal microarray analysis have not been established.

Electronic Health Record–Based Decision Support to Improve Asthma Care: A Cluster-Randomized Trial 
Objective: Asthma continues to be 1 of the most common chronic diseases of childhood and affects ~6 million US children. Although National Asthma Education Prevention Program guidelines exist and are widely accepted, previous studies have demonstrated poor clinician adherence across a variety of populations. We sought to determine if clinical decision support (CDS) embedded in an electronic health record (EHR) would improve clinician adherence to national asthma guidelines in the primary care setting.

Adolescent Violence Perpetration: Associations With Multiple Types of Adverse Childhood Experiences 
Objective: Adverse childhood experiences are associated with significant functional impairment and life lost in adolescence and adulthood. This study identified relationships between multiple types of adverse events and distinct categories of adolescent violence perpetration.

Understanding children's sedentary behaviour: a qualitative study of the family home environment 
Electronic media (EM) (television, electronic games and computer) use has been associated with overweight and obesity among children. Little is known about the time spent in sedentary behaviour (SB) among children within the family context. The aim of this study was to explore how the family home environment may influence children's electronic-based SB.

Purpose: Conduct problems and peer effects are among the strongest risk factors for adolescent substance use and problem use. However, it is unclear to what extent the effects of conduct problems and peer behavior interact, and whether adolescents' capacity to refuse the offer of substances may moderate such links. This study was conducted to examine relationships between conduct problems, close friends' substance use, and refusal assertiveness with adolescents' alcohol use problems, tobacco, and marijuana use.

Friends' Dieting and Disordered Eating Behaviors Among Adolescents Five Years Later: Findings From Project EAT 
Objective: Use of disordered eating behaviors is common among adolescents, and cross-sectional research has suggested that friends may be an important influence, especially among females. The current study seeks to expand upon this literature using a longitudinal design and a large, diverse sample of male and female youth.
