In The Eye of The Beholder: Critical Componets of Observation When Assesing Disruptive Behaviors in Young Children 
Clinical observation is an essential component of a sensitive and accurate diagnostic assestment. The Disruptive Behavior Diagonstic Observation Schedule (DB-DOS) is a structured diagnostic tool encompassing 3 essential features of observation: (a) the use of challenging tasks to elicit behaviors of interest, (b) opportunities to observe behavior with different people, and (c) the clinican's conscious and deliberate use of self to offer various levels of support to better assess the child's capacities for self-regulation.

The Commission to Inquire into Child Abuse: commission report 
Summary: Investigation of abuse of children in institutional state care in the Republic of Ireland (Ryan report). Identifies the causes, nature and extent of physical and sexual abuse in the industrial and reformatory school system and determines the extent to which the staff, the institutions themselves and the systems of management and regulation of the institutions contributed to the incidence of abuse. Investigates circumstances under which children were placed and continued to reside in institutions and hears evidence from witnesses of childhood abuse.

What is wrong with children's well-being in the UK? Questions of meaning and measurement 
Addresses problems with existing attempts to measure children's well-being using secondary datasets, taking as an example the UNICEF report 'Child poverty in perspective: an overview of child well-being in rich countries' (UNICEF 2007). Critically debates the value of the report and argues that it exemplifies a deficit model approach to the study of children's lives, as it appears to seek to demonstrate negative aspects of children's experiences. Discusses some problems with definitions of 'well-being', how well-being is measured, and how children's (human) rights are invoked. Background: Attention deficit hyperactivity disorder is one of the most common child psychiatry disorders. General physicians (GP), as primary care providers, can have an important role in screening and treatment of ADHD. This study aimed to survey GPs' knowledge, attitude, and their views of their role in the screening, diagnosing and managing children with ADHD.

Objective: Parental involvement in the care of preterm infants in NICUs is becoming increasingly common, but little is known about its effect on infants' length of hospital stay and infant morbidity. The goal was to evaluate the effect of a new model of family care (FC) in a level 2 NICU, where parents could stay 24 hours/day from admission to discharge.

Mixed-Handedness Is Linked to Mental Health Problems in Children and Adolescents 
Objective: Problems with language and symptoms of attention-deficit/hyperactivity disorder (ADHD) in childhood and adolescence are often strongly linked to low scholastic performance. Early recognition of children who are at increased risk is necessary. The objective was to determine whether mixed-handedness, which is associated with atypical cerebral laterality, is associated with language, scholastic, and ADHD symptoms in childhood and adolescence.

Research examining the process of police notifications to children's social services of domestic violence incidents where children are involved and the subsequent service pathways followed by families brought to the attention of children's social services in this way. Looks at experiencing domestic violence and using services (young people's, survivors' and perpetrators' views), domestic violence incidents, police intervention in incidents, children's social services receiving and responding to notifications, subsequent interventions and outcomes, inter-agency work from the perspective of children's social services and innovative practice. Disordered Eating Behavior as a Predictor of Treatment Response in Obese Adolescents Seeking Weight Management 
Purpose: Disordered eating is prevalent among obese adolescents. Little is known about how disordered eating behavior impacts the clinical course of obese adolescents undergoing treatment. We sought to determine if disordered eating behaviors at baseline predicted treatment response among adolescents seeking weight management.

Are Childbearing Motivations Getting in the Way of STI Prevention in Young Women? 
Purpose: Urban communities with high sexually transmitted infection (STI) prevalence often have disparities in unplanned pregnancies among young women. Research using single measures of pregnancy desire and/or intention has not yielded guidance on dual prevention strategies. Exploring childbearing motivation (CBM), the first step in the psychological sequence to childbearing behavior, may enable us to better understand reproductive decisions. The objective of this study is to examine the relationship between CBM and use of hormonal contraception, condoms, and dual contraception.

Associations Between Social Emotional Intelligence and Adolescent Girls' Sexual Risk Behaviors 
Purpose: Social emotional intelligence has been linked to both health and risk behaviors during adolescence. Distinct from general mood, social emotional intelligence incorporates intrapersonal, interpersonal and stress management skills. While relationships between adolescents' social emotional intelligence and sexual behaviors are conceptually plausible, few studies to date have examined associations between adolescents' social and emotional skills and their sexual behaviors. The purpose of this study is to examine associations between indicators of social emotional intelligence and sexual risk behaviors among sexually active adolescent girls at high risk for pregnancy and sexually transmitted infections (STI).

Quality Improvement Evaluation of Community Asthma Initiative: One Year Follow-Up, Adolescent Findings and Two Year Cost Analysis 
Purpose: Asthma is the leading cause of hospitalization and Emergency Department (ED) visits at an urban children's hospital. The Community Asthma Initiative (CAI) was developed to reduce hospitalizations, ED visits, and missed school days for children and adolescents.

This report aims to increase what is known about prevention and inequalities. It is the second report in a study of health inequalities and health promotion intervention research about young people, funded by the Department of Health, which aims to build on the findings of the first report. This current review focuses specifically on the role of interventions based on the techniques of cognitive behavioural therapy (CBT) in secondary schools for preventing and reducing suicidality, depression and anxiety in young people.

Factors associated with breastfeeding cessation in nursing mothers in a peer support programme in Eastern Lancashire 
Background: The UK has one of the lowest breastfeeding rates worldwide and in recent years the Government has made breastfeeding promotion one of its priorities. The UNICEF UK Baby Friendly Initiative is likely to increase breastfeeding initiation but not duration. Other strategies which involve provision of support for breastfeeding mothers in the early weeks after birth are therefore required to encourage UK mothers to breastfeed for the recommended duration. This paper examines the effects of maternal socio-demographic factor, maternal obstetric factors, and in-hospital infant feeding practices on breastfeeding cessation in a peer support setting.
